CREATION:
THINGS STARTED OUT GREAT

N THE BEGINNING God created the heavens and the earth. Now the
earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep,
and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters.

And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. God saw that the
light was good, and he separated the light from the darkness. God called the
light“day,” and the darkness he called “night” And there was evening, and there
was morning— the first day.

And God said, “Let there be a vault between the waters to separate water
from water” So God made the vault and separated the water under the vault
from the water above it. And it was so. God called the vault“sky”” And there was
evening, and there was morning— the second day.

And God said, “Let the water under the sky be gathered to one place, and
let dry ground appear.” And it was so. God called the dry ground“land,” and the
gathered waters he called “seas.”

Then God said, “Let the land produce vegetation: seed-bearing plants and

And God said, “Let the land produce living creatures according to their
kinds: livestock, creatures that move along the ground, and wild animals, each
according to its kind.” And it was so. God made the wild animals according to
their kinds, the livestock according to their kinds, and all the creatures that
move along the ground according to their kinds. And God saw that it was good.

Then God said, “Let us make human beings in our image, in our likeness,

This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created,
when the LORD God made the earth and the heavens.

Now no shrub had yet appeared on the earth and no plant had yet sprung
up, for the LORD God had not sent rain on the earth and there was no one to
work the ground, but streams came up from the earth and watered the whole
surface of the ground. Then the LORD God formed a man from the dust of the
ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a
living being.

Now the LORD God had planted a garden in the east, in Eden; and there
he put the man he had formed. The LORD God made all kinds of trees grow out
of the ground—trees that were pleasing to the eye and good for food.

The LORD God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to work
it and take care of it.

WHAT WENT WRONG?

Adam named his wife Eve, because she would become the mother of all the
living,

The LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife and clothed
them. And the LORD God said, “The man has now become like one of us,
knowing good and evil. He must not be allowed to reach out his hand and take
also from the tree of life and eat, and live forever.” So the LORD God banished
him from the Garden of Eden to work the ground from which he had been
taken. After he drove them out, he placed on the east side of the Garden of
Eden cherubim and a flaming sword flashing back and forth to guard the way
to the tree of life.

Adam made love to his wife Eve, and she became pregnant and gave birth
to Cain.
